THE EASTERN ORTHODOX CHURCHYEAR

The Orthodox Church Year
looks pretty much the same as
the Church Year of Western
churches. All Christians cele-
brate the movable feasts of
Palm Sunday, Pascha (Easter),
and Pentecost, and the immov-
able feast of Annunciation,

Christmas, Epiphany etc.... Li-
turgical churches have an addi-
tional number of feasts they
have in common. Though the
yearly cycle of the feasts is ap-
parently almost identical, there
are two differences in approach
that are important to note.

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Deci scopul principal al Bisericii este ceea ce a
facut Hristos: sa invete, sa sfinteasca si sa conduca
pe credinciosi citre aceastd Imparatie.

Urmarind cronologia faptelor Mantuitorului,
gesturile Marelui Arhiereu, Acesta le face pentru
prima data in fata ucenicilor si multimilor. Se va mai
face intocmai la Cina cea de Taina si la Emaus,
inainte si dupd Tnviere. Tocmai din acestea
deducem ca prin minunea aceasta Hristos instituie
Luniversul euharistic” in care ne intalnim ,cei curati
cu inima” in Hristos “Cel ce se aduce si Cel ce este
adus, Cel ce ne primeste” si, Tn acelasi timp, “Cel ce
se Tmparte si niciodata nu se sfarseste.”

Preotul, dupa Epicleza, Tnainte de impartasirea
sa si a credinciosilor, adauga in completare ce a zis
la rugaciunea de la Heruvic: ,Se sfardmd si se
imparte Mielul lui Dumnezeu, Cel ce se sfardmda si
nu se desparte, cel ce se mdandnca pururea si
niciodatd nu se sfdrseste, ci pe cei ce se
impdrtdsesc ii sfinteste”. E tocmai ceea ce s-a
petrecut la inmultirea painilor: ,Au mancat toti si s-
au saturat si au strans ramasitele de faramituri,
doudsprezece cosuri pline” (v. 20). lata ce miracol
extraordinar!

De la Liturghie trebuie sa pleci satul trupeste si
sufleteste, mai indreptat la casa ta, mai bun, mai
intelept, mai curat, caci euharistic, trupul lui
Hristos, foc fiind, arde spinii pacatelor; intra in
alcatuirea madularelor, Tn rarunchi, n inim3;
curateste sufletul; sfinteste gandurile si oasele;
numarul deplin al celor cinci simturi 1l lumineaza;
patrunde in fiinta ta frica de Dumnezeu, care
pururea acopera si pazeste de tot lucrul pierzator
de suflet; spala, indrepteaza, intelepteste si
lumineaza; aratd locas al Duhului; iar cel ce
primeste pe Hristos euharistic nu mai este salas
pacatului, ci templu al Duhului Sfant.

Cat priveste ramasitele adunate de cei care au
impartasit credinciosii (preotii), aceasta este un
lucru tot atat de insemnat ca si particica pe care au
dat-o spre hrana euharistica. Poate cineva
cunoaste si a observat ce face preotul dupa ce s-a
impartasit pe sine si pe credinciosi din Trupul lui
Hristos. Cu grija, ajutat de un burete liturgic, aduna
si cea mai mica particica care a cazut pe Sfantul
Antimis pentru a o pune in Sfantul Potir (Sf Antimis
este un acoperamant liturgic pe care este
reprezentata icoana punerii in mormant a lui
Hristos; Tn Antimis se gasesc cusute particele de
sfinte Moaste; pe Antimis se pun Potirul si Discul in
timpul Liturghiei si numai pe el se face sfintirea
Darurilor; fara antimis nu se poate savarsi Sfanta
Liturghie; in biserica, antimisul se pastreaza in altar,
pe Sfanta Masda, sub Sfanta Evanghelie.) Preotul
liturgist stie ca Hristos este prezent integral in
fiecare particica, firimitura, indiferent de marimea
ei. Acestea nu trebuie sa se piarda, nici sa se
arunce, caci este mare greseala. Este tocmai ceea
ce au facut apostolii dupa distribuirea particelelor
euharistice: aduna fiecare din ,comunitatea” sa
firimiturile pentru ca acestea sa nu se piarda, ci sa
fie consumate cu evlavie pana la cea din urma.

Cheia fintelesurilor euharistice ale inmultirii
painilor si pestilor ne-o ofera loan Evanghelistul.
LLucrati nu pentru mdéncarea cea pieritoare, ci
pentru mdncarea ce rdmdne spre viata vesnica”,
(In. 6, 27). Hristos este ,painea cea adevarata“,
»pdinea cea vie care s-a cobordt din cer si care dd
viatd lumii, iar cel ce va ménca din pdinea aceasta
nu va mai flimdnzi niciodatd” (In. 6, 35). Apoi le
vorbeste deschis acelorasi oameni pe care i
saturase in pustiu cu o zi Tnhainte: ,Eu sunt pdinea
vietii... cine mandn-ca din péinea aceasta viu va fi
in veci. lar pdinea pe care Eu o voi da pentru viata
lumii este trupul Meu” (In. 6, 51). ... cel ce mdndncd
Trupul Meu si bea Séngele Meu rdmdne intru Mine
si Euintru el” (In. 6, 54-56).

Credinciosii care vor gusta din aceasta hrana ,se
saturda” din prezenta lui Dumnezeu si se adapa din
apa vie care-i ajuta sa nu mai inseteze niciodata.
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First, the Orthodox Church Year has Twelve
Major Feasts and none of them are Pascha (Easter).
Wait, Pascha is not one of the Major Feasts? No,
Pascha is the Feast of Feasts. And that is the first
difference in approach to note. Every feast in the
Orthodox Church, major or minor, points to and
flows from the Feast of the Resurrection of Christ.
By the way, that also explains why the saints on our
icons are pictured in glory and never in suffering.
They are pictures in their resurrection glory because
even our icons point to the Resurrection.

So, when the Church celebrates the Feast of
the Nativity of Mary the Theotokos, she is cele-
brating the feast of the birth of the one who gave
birth to HE WHO RESURRECTED FROM THE DEAD.
And, when Church celebrates the minor feast of a
saint, she is celebrating the life of one who lived
their life IN THE HOPE OF THE RESURRECTION. The
hymnody within each of the major and minor feasts
always points to the resurrection, and when the in-
tercession of a saint is requested it is because the
HOPE OF THE RESURRECTION IS SO SURE that we
can know that the saint is in the presence of Our
Lord.

The Orthodox Church Year to this day begins,
as does the Jewish Year, in September. The first ma-
jor feast of the year is the Nativity of Mary (Sept. 8),
and the last major feast is the Dormition of Mary
(Aug. 15). The year takes us through the history of
salvation. | say the history of salvation because even
though the year concentrates mostly on Christ, yet

notice that Mary also has a smaller part in the ma-
jor feasts. Mary, in her own way, is also a culmina-
tion of the human side of salvation because she
says the “yes” to Eve’s “no.” If Eve’s “no” brought
suffering into the world, Mary’s “yes” brought Sal-
vation Himself into the world. And though Mary
was incapable of saving herself, or us, yet by open-
ing herself to bear the Christ, it can be said in a
much lesser way that salvation literally and physi-
cally came through her. And, if a spear pierced
Christ’s heart, at the end, it was also prophesized to
Mary at the beginning that a sword would pierce
her heart. You can see the parallels. And, as we rev-
erently honor and worship our Savior, so also do we
call her Blessed among women and honor her.

The other difference in approach is that there
is a cycle of fasting and feasting built into every ma-
jor feast. There is a fast associated with every major
feast. Some may only be a one day fast, while oth-
ers have longer fast periods associated with them.

The two longest fasts are Lent (Easter) and |
Advent (Christmas). Each of them is a forty-day fast.
The next longest is the Dormition fast. But Orthodox
life is built on a cycle of fasts and feasts. Even weeks
without a major feast have two fasts, every
Wednesday and every Friday.

So, in our major feasts we do not simply cele-
brate the Resurrection, but we also recognize in our
fasting the suffering that came before that Resur-
rection and that is among us before his Second
Coming and our personal resurrection.
